This additional way of giving to the weekly collection has seen an increase week on week over the short period since 
we adopted it as an additional method of giving for the increasing number of people who don’t carry cash (these are 
in the main ‘younger’ people).

For every Catholic school you apply for if you wish your 
child to be considered and ranked under a faith criterion you should also complete a supplementary information form, 
and return this form to the school by the deadline, (forms are available from the LA and the school).  You MUST also 
include the supporting evidence as required with this form, eg baptism certificate (photocopies acceptable; if you do 
not have the evidence contact the parish where your child was baptised for a copy certificate in good time).  Failure 
to supply the required supporting evidence will mean your child is ranked in a lower criterion which may affect your 
chance of a place.
